A BID WAS MADE TO FIG TO HOST A WORLD CUP WITH MIACÕ12 
 

OFFICIALL INVITATION 
 

- ONE MONTH PRIOR THE WORLD CHAMPIOSHIPS IT IS 
THE IDEAL INTERNATIONAL COMPETITION TEST - 

 

The Maia International Acro Cup is opened for National / Regional Teams, as well for Club Teams. 
There will be also a Team Competition for Youth, Age Groups, Juniors and Seniors. The Team 
classification is defined by the sum of the marks of 3 pairs or groups (no matter if they are repeated; 
example: 3 Mix Pairs or 2 Men Four and 1 Women Pair). 
There will be one competition but two different final scores. One according to the FIG Age Rules and 
another with the following age groups (the podium ranking will be made according to this one): 
 
YOUTH: minimum 8 years old – maximum 15 years old – NO HIGH DEDUCTION 
AGE GROUP: minimum 9 years old – maximum 16 years old  – NO HIGH DEDUCTION 

JUNIORS: minimum 11 years old – maximum 19 years old  

SENIORS: minimum 12 years old

Competition Programme 
 
 Qualifications and Finals in all 5 categories 
 Qualifications (Age Group / Juniors / Seniors): 1 Balance and 1 Tempo exercise 
 Qualifications (YOUTH): 1 Combined exercise (Difficulty just like in FIG 11-16 Age Group). 

Pairs: choose 2 balance elements from 11-16 difficulty tables + 1 optional from FIG tables 
and 2 dynamic elements from 11-16 difficulty tables + 1 optional element from FIG tables. 
Groups: choose 1 pyramid element from 11-16 difficulty tables + 1 optional from FIG tables 
and 2 dynamic elements from 11-16 difficulty tables + 1 optional element from FIG tables;  
Individual: 2 cat. 1 + 2 cat. 2 individual elements must be executed (NO SALTO 
REQUIRED). 

Finals: top six or top eight or top twelve of qualifications, depending on the amount of 
pairs/groups per category (1 to 8 Ð 6 finalists; 9 to 16 Ð 8 finalists; more than 16 Ð 12 finalists) 



 
Juniors and Seniors Ð Combined (sum all 3 exercises to gets the winner Ð Senior 180 diff.) 
Age Group Ð Choice between Balance or Tempo exercise (starts from zero) 
Youth Ð Combined (sum of the two Combined exercises Ð Qualif. + Final Ð gets the winner)

Provisional entry: by 12th December 2011  (NO PAYMENTS) 
Definitive entry: by 9th January 2012     (30% ACCOMODATION + ENTRY FEE) 
Nominative entry: by 13th February 2012   (NO PAYMENTS)

- The delegations are responsible for covering travel expenses, accommodation, meals and entry fee. 
- The entry fee is not refundable. 
- The accommodations are only refundable if cancellations are made until the 4th Feb. 2011. 
- Late entries (after 11th January) will be charged with more 20% on the accommodation. 
- All delegations must bring (at least) 1 Judge - NO JUDGE PENNALTY: 180 euro 
- All participants must be booked trough the MIACÕ12 OC

Medal Award Ceremonies 
 

Top 3 will receive medals and the rest of the finalists will receive participation diplomas. There 
will be a Team Competition (Youth, Age Group, Junior and Senior). 
 
There will be a PRIZE MONEY for the Senior Competition as following: 
1st place – 150 USD (for each partner of the Pair/Group) 
2nd place – 100 USD (for each partner of the Pair/Group) 
3rd place – 70 USD (for each partner of the Pair/Group) 
 
For be eligible to Prize Money, P/G must perform scores equal or above 82,500 points. 
 
A Special Prize Money Award will be given to the best Balance and Tempo routines (sum of 
the Balance and Tempo overall marks): 200 USD (for the Pair/Group). 
Also a Special Prize Money Award will be given to the higher difficulty in Competition: 200 
USD (for the Pair/Group).
